Michael Finnissy: I kind of made you into two duos

Neil Heyde: We’ll mess it up a bit further it you’d like us to then.

MF: No, you know, actually I was saying to Amanda that I was thinking what groupings haven’t I done before. But the two violin thing, because I was sixty last year …. Brian Ferneyhough … dedicated his Fifth String Quartet to me, and he divided the quartet this way. And there’s a big thing at the beginning: just two violins in duet and I thought this is a really interesting kind of soundworld. So I think at some stage – it wasn’t really deliberate but when I kind of got into it the kind of idea of having two violins together as a sort of ‘superviolin’, with the other two in very much lower register.
