2. It will be seen that a large part of
the Somatod's specch consisted of a diatribe
againgt certaln foreign countries « hig criticliems
being divided more or less impartially between
the three dictator states and the United Xingdom.
Jermany, Italy and Japan were desoribed as "abeolutely
controlled by arbitrary and ruthless dlectators®,
as following a "poliey of conguest and dominAtion
through military foree and the tireat of military
force”, and as having "deflied every lnstrumentallty
that governments have sot up to protect the intesrity
and the rights of mmall overments agalnst unjust
domination and conguest and for the preservation
of penge among all natione." Thelr "intent to
dominate the world"” was, the Jenator claimed,
"evident to soy undlassed thinking person” and he
d1d nog heositate tc accuse Nerr Hitler of contome
plating obtaining control over Siberla, Japen of
gocking the overlordehip of Nmstern Asis and the
Faelfiec Ielands and all tiroe govermments of alming
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sorved to encourage the ambitions of the dictator 1
states. It was the attitude of His Majesty's '
Government and their pursult of sppeasement whigh,

the Senator declared, had feollitated the successes

of the thwee totalitarian governments in Manehukuo,

in Abyssinia, in Austris and finally i!n Csechoslovakia,

The pelliey of appeasement hed accomplisghed nothing

for pesce, for justice or liberty. In fact, the

Senator sald, the most that could de sald for it

was that "it had postponed for a fow days the execution

of the viectima,"

4. It might have been expected that after so

mich oriticism of forelgn covernments Senator Pittman -
ospoecially in view of the responsible position he

occupies « would have given some clear indication of

the polioy whieh he thought the United States Covermment
should adopt or of thw line they should follow in

the event of the Huropean war, of which he seemed so
apprehonsive, breaking out. His speech was, however,
singularly devold of any constructive suggestlions.

He gertainly condemned mny poliey of isolation, and

declares that the United 2tates would defend ite

people and L1ts ipstitutions againet any attacks. Put

although he speoifically referred to the provisions

of the existing Neutrality leglslation, he was careful
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a government whose policy is based upon conguest
and military dominetion,

We will not refuse the i
oyprenssed governments any aid wo may legally give
them, short of war.”
